In a report to council com-
mittee on February 13th, Jenn
Mantin, Economic Develop-
ment Officer stated the recent
leases for 2025 have increased
occupancy rate to 78% at the
Debert Aviation Centre. The
following details lease revenue
at the Debert Aviation Centre:
Oceanside Aviation Ltd.
Monthly $8,115.00 and
$97,380.00, annually; Air
Cadets Gliding Program
$9,639.00, monthly and
$115,668.00, annually and JD
Irving $4,000.00, monthly and
$48,000.00 on an annual basis
for a total annual revenue of
$261,048.00

Operating Expenses are
projected to be $140,000 for

the 2025-26 fiscal year, which
include fees for utilities, main-
tenance, snow removal, insur-
ance, and management fees. A
portion of the utility fee is re-
couped by Quartey tenant util-
ity payments.

Regarding the Debert Air-
port Martin reported to coun-
cil committee: Colchester has
engaged Colliers International
to complete a commercial
property assessment of Debert
Airport, to provide a valuation
that will aid Colchester in
seeking investment in the Air-
port. Consultants completed
their site visit in January 2025,
and the report is expected to
be complete in February
2025.

Jenn Martin, EDO, report to council committee on February
13th indicated completion by July 2026 is planned for the long
overdue, CoVid-19 delayed, Colchester-Cumberland Rural Broad-
band Project which has made considerable progress over the past
4 months.
Fibre Build Overview: 294 km out of 623 km of Fibre to the Prem-

ise (FTTP) & IX Fibre Build – 47% completion; 3 out of 4 Re-
gional Aggregation Sites - 75% completion (Parrsboro remains);
995 out of 4209 addresses serviced with FTTP - 23% comple-
tion; 

Fixed Wireless Build Overview: 18,256 out of 19,500 households
serviced - 94% completion; 19 fibre connected towers & 4
Macro towers - 100% completion; 5 out of 36 micro towers -

16% completion.  Program completion is planned for July 2026,
with Colchester’s portion of the build is scheduled to finish Jan-
uary 2026. However, Xplore’s rate of Fibre deployment is on
track for an earlier completion.

Recent Project Milestone’s (Colchester specific): FTTP service to
an additional 199 premises was made available along the Econ-
omy FSA 1 Route; 15 km of strand has been placed from Wallace
to Tatamagouche; 23 km strand (86%) and 3 km (6%) cable
placed to date along the Tatamagouche Route; 15 km (76%)
strand placed from Tatamagouche to Brule; 23 km (46%) cable
placed to date from Tatamagouche Southeast towards Nuttby
and Splicing for the Millen Mountain Fixed Wireless Tower is
complete.
