Long Lake Evacuees Returned Home

All remaining residents evacuated because of the Long Lake
wildfires in Annapolis County were able to return home Sat-
urday, September 20.Twenty homes were lost due to the wild-
fire; the Province and County of Annapolis are working
together to support impacted families.

For returning residents, power will be restored once peo-
ple are back in their homes.Waste collection will happen start-
ing at 7 a.m. on Monday, September 22, and Thursday,
September 25. More information is available on the County of
Annapolis website: www.annapoliscounty.ca Residents should
remain prepared to evacuate should fire behaviour change.

Unless otherwise noted, people are invited to drop in or
book appointments for pneumococcal vaccines, shingles vac-
cines and respiratory tests when mobile unit is in their area.
Other routine vaccines are drop-in only.

Child Death Review Report Released

The Province released the first annual report of the Child
Death Review Committee September 19. It provides insight
into the causes and circumstances of child and youth deaths
and offers recommendations to help prevent future tragedies.

The committee reviewed 911 deaths of Nova Scotians
under the age of 25 that occurred between 2009 and 2023.
The report identifies key trends and contributing factors, in-
cluding sudden infant death syndrome, suicide and motor ve-
hicle crashes.

Woods Restrictions Lifted Except in Annapolis County

Restrictions on travel and activities in the woods are lifted
in all remaining counties except Annapolis as of 4 p.m. Sep-
tember 18.The change applies to Cumberland, Hants, Lunen-
burg, Kings, Queens, Shelburne, Digby and Yarmouth counties.
Restrictions were lifted in the other nine counties previously.

The restrictions will remain in place in Annapolis County
until October 15 - regarded as the end of wildfire season - or
until conditions allow them to be lifted.

them for public release.This is
the transparency our commu-
nity deserves, and it’s another
crucial step toward breathing
new life into this historic
building. I look forward to
sharing this information with
the community in the coming
weeks.
